What Kind of Cookies?
Chocolate Chip, oatmeal and peanut butter
are favorites

Cookie “Please Do’s”

- Cool, Cool, Cool ! Otherwise they stick

- One dozen in a quart size zip lock bag

- Freeze until you can arrange for delivery
to a team member

- For more than a couple dozen, layering in
a small box separated by wax paper works
great

Cookie “Please Don’t Do’s”
Don’t include fruit; or add icing, nuts or other
toppings to the cookies

Note: We use 1,500-2,000 dozen cookies
on a weekend, so we need a lot of help!

Poster Guidelines

- What is on the poster is not so
important. It can be a simple trace of
hands or a beautiful work of art.

- It should have the name of the group

- It should have the group’s signatures
(if kids, first name only and age)

- No stickers or glue.
